A Study of the Effects of Songs

in Elementary School English Textbooks

The purpose of this study is to investigate the effects of songs in elementary
school English textbooks.

To achieve this purpose, English songs in elementary school textbooks have been
analyzed. Elementary school students’ perceptions about effects of songs were also
analyzed. Overview of previous studies which examined brain functions and
long-term memory was summarized. A survey questionnaire was applied in order
to find out students’ perceptions about the use of English songs and the condition
of the elementary school English classroom.

The results of this studies are as follows :

First, most elementary students are interested in English and English songs.
They think learning English through songs can reduce the burden which the
English learners can have. It can help improve their English.

Second, most students said the majority of the songs in the textbooks were easy
or very easy but they remembered only 5 songs or less. The problems of songs

in the textbooks can be one of the reasons why students can’'t remember many

songs. As an example, merely changing the lyrics of foreign songs can never
bring satisfactory and successful English education in Korea.

Third, learning English through songs gave students interest, enjoyment and
confidence. They said singing English songs helped a lot for listening, speaking,
reading and writing. It’s because singing naturally reduced anxiety and fear of
speaking a foreign language.

On the basis of the result of this study, it is suggested that teachers and experts
involved in elementary English education pay a great deal of attention to the
process of song selection. Further studies in this field should be conducted

continuously.
