A Study on Promoting Convention Business in kyongJu Area

Nowadays, in global society, the gap in time and space is getting smaller more
rapidly than that of past. Accordingly, multinational interdependence, international
cooperation, and new methods of adjustments are required. This worldwide trend
needs various symposiums for settlements on ongoing agendas, which will
influence various arenas, such as politics, economics, culture, and tourism. On this
account, the hosting of conventions has been drawing attention lately. Not only
developed countries, but many Asian countries are more avidly promoting
conventions in order to gain wider recognition and influence. Central government
is trying to distribute conventions across more localized areas. Although the
primary purpose is the encouragement of conventions, a secondary function would
be to establish cultural center for local residents. The central government is
planning to designate convention cities. However, what we need most is large
scale convention centers.

The existing convention centers in Kyong-Ju are small and middle sized ones

which are subordinate to first class hotels. Larger, more fully functional convention
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centers are necessary to promote the flourishing of tourism. Therefore, KyonJu
should be designated as one of the international convention cities.

After it has passed approval, the center should be large enough to accomodate

5,000persons. Also it should be built as a multi-purpose center, rather than
single-purpose in order to accomodate conventions, exhibitions, events, etc. In
addition to large initial investments, joint administration between government and
business is required for effective maintenance and operations.

The government is supposed to provide the convention center with soc-social
objective capital-for financial support.

Furthermore, special tax incentives and ongoing support should be provided.

To put these things into practice, government policy makers are expected to
have a broad knowledge concerning the convention enterprise. The sincere interest
of the local government and business as well as the continual construction of
basic facilities is required. Also, the implementation of the following ‘are required
: loosening up on the restrictions for companies which try to take part in the
completion of databases for  convention, sharing various informations, the
systematic education of professional personnels, exploring foreign markets,
installing exclusive departments in local autonomy government for convention
business, a close cooperation among governments, local governments and business.

This thesis focuses on the construction of convention centers to facilitate the
tourism industry. Constructing more adequate convention centers is sure to
contribute to the KyoungJu city development and to tourism.

This thesis is meaningful as a foundation for the research required in

investigating the convention market and the construction of convention centers.
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
